Parking and Animal Services from the City of  
Greater Bendigo have contacted our school and requested that the 
following information be conveyed to our school community. 
The illegal parking of vehicles adjacent to our school poses a 
safety concern to children, pedestrians and other road users.   
Parents are reminded that it is essential to comply with the  
parking restrictions when dropping off and collecting  children 
from school. 
Motorists must  not stop in no stopping areas, even briefly, with 
or without the motor running. They must not stop next to a  
continuous yellow edge line, on resident’s nature strips, too close 
to school crossings, park over driveways or double park.   
A number of schools have short term time restricted areas, such 
as 2 minute pick up drop off. These parking areas are in place to 
allow for ease of access close to schools and these restrictions 
must be adhered to.  Drivers should also be aware that they  
cannot perform a U-turn over an unbroken or continuous dividing 
line. 
With regard to children’s crossings, the law requires that a driver 
approaching a children’s crossing must drive at a speed at which 
the driver can, if necessary stop safely before the crossing.   
Please slow down and take extra care when driving in school 
zones. 
City of Greater Bendigo Parking Officers and Bendigo Police 
will conduct random patrols throughout the school year to ensure 
that motorists are adhering to the Road Rules.

HEAD LICE FACTS: (The things you’re not being told!)  
Head lice treatment do not kill eggs!  
WHICH MEANS:  
Remaining eggs will still hatch after treatment  
occurs. 
Lice from hatched eggs can mature enough in 7 
days to lay eggs. To avoid this happening treat 
again in 6 days (not 7 as treatments indicate!) 
Eggs can take up to 10 days to hatch!  WHICH MEANS: Eggs 
are still hatching after second treatment. You need to treat the 
child’s hair till they are clear, not by the label! 
Conditioner/comb method is very effective (especially when 
used with a “KP24” comb) Even if you are not using this method 
to treat it is handy to use it on all members of the family to estab-
lish who needs to be treated before  
tackling the Head lice “cycle”
